Apolytikion of the Resurrection — Plagal Tone 4: From the heights Thou didst descend, O
compassionate One, and Thou didst submit to the three-day burial, that Thou might deliver us from
passion. Thou art our Life and our Resurrection, O Lord, glory to Thee.

Apolytikion of the Presentation of our Lord — Tone 1: Rejoice, O Virgin Theotokos full of grace, for
from thee arose the Sun of Justice, Christ our God, enlightening those who sat in darkness. Rejoice, O
righteous elder, carrying in thine arms the Deliverer of our souls, who granteth us the resurrection.
