Apolytikion of the Resurrection — Tone 1: While the stone was sealed by the Jews and the soldiers
were guarding Thy most pure body, Thou didst arise on the third day, O Savior, granting life to the
world, for which cause the heavenly pow’rs cried aloud unto Thee, O Giver of life: Glory to Thy
resurrection, O Christ; glory to Thy kingdom; glory to Thy providence, O Thou, Who alone art the
Lover of mankind.

Apolytikion of St. Basil the Great — Tone 1: Into all the world that received thy word went out thy
voice; thereby didst thou divinely teach, explaining the nature of existing things and ordering the
conduct of men. O venerable father, royal priesthood Basil, intercede with Christ our God for the
salvation of our souls.

Kontakion of the Theotokos — Tone 2: O undisputed Intercessor of Christians, constant Advocate
before the Creator, do not despise the cry of us sinners, but in thy goodness come speedily to help us
who call on thee in faith. Hasten to hear our petition and to intercede for us, O Theotokos, for thou
always protect those who honor thee.

Epistle: The reading is from St. Paul’s Letter to the Romans.
(Chapter 2:10-16)

BRETHREN, glory and honor and peace for everyone who does good, the Jew first and also the
Greek. For God shows no partiality. All who have sinned without the law will also perish without the
law and all who have sinned under the law will be judged by the law. For it is not the hearers of the
law who are righteous before God, but the doers of the law who will be justified. When Gentiles who
have not the law do by nature what the law requires, they are a law to themselves even though they
do not have the law. They show that what the law requires is written on their hearts, while their
conscience also bears witness and their conflicting thoughts accuse or perhaps excuse them on that
day when, according to my gospel, God judges the secrets of men by Christ Jesus.

Gospel: The reading from the Holy Gospel according to St. Matthew
(Chapter 4:18-23)

At that time, as Jesus was walking by the Sea of Galilee he saw two brothers, Simon, who is called
Peter and Andrew, his brother, casting a net into the sea, for they were fishermen. And He said to
them, “Follow me and I will make you fishers of men.” Immediately they left their nets and followed
Him. And going on from there He saw two other brothers, James, the son of Zebedee, and John, his
brother, in the boat with Zebedee, their father, mending their nets and He called them. Immediately
they left the boat and their father and followed Him. And He went about all Galilee teaching in their
synagogues and preaching the gospel of the kingdom and healing every disease and every infirmity
among the people.

The Priestly-Martyr Timothy, Bishop of Brussa

Because of Timothy's great spiritual purity, God granted him the gift of working miracles and he
cured all diseases and afflictions of the people. During the reign of the wicked Emperor Julian, who
denied Christ, Saint Timothy was cast into prison. Even in prison the faithful visited him in order to
listen to the wise instruction of their arch-shepherd. Learning of this, Julian ordered and the
executioner beheaded Timothy in prison in the year 362 A.D. His soul departed into Paradise and his
relics remained miracle working to help the people and to manifest the power of God.
